unexpected, which is released to Health and Family Welfare
Department, GOK, for the works of Bheemanakuppe Regional Centre
(Rs.10000.00 Lakhs) and Ramanagara Campus (Rs.30,000.00 Lakhs)
as per the Order of the Government. Rs.10,000.00 Lakhs and
Rs.15,000.00 Lakhs were already available for release in the
Budgetary allocation for the FY 2022-23 for Bheemanakuppe and
Ramanagara respectively.  But another Rs.15,000.00 Lakhs for
Ramanagara Campus was not allocated in the Budget of FY 2022-23,
which is now included in the RBE for FY 2022-23. Hence, out of the
excess expenditure of Rs.41254.66 Lakhs over the income, in the RBE
of FY 2022-23, Rs.40000.00 Lakhs alone was released to the
Government for the construction work at Bheemanakuppe and
Ramanagara. The Committee approved the RBE for the FY 2022-23
with some amendments in the Budget Estimates for the FY 2023-24
and finally passed the RBE for the FY 2022-23 and BE for the FY 2023-
24 as shown in the Revised Annexure-A attached (passed by the
Finance Committee)

The Finance Officer and the Member Secretary told to the Committee
that finally as per the decision of the Finance Committee in the BE for
the FY 2023-24, the total estimated Revenue will be Rs.29912.85
Lakhs, the total estimated expenditure will be Rs.84713.75 Lakhs,

which means, there will be an excess of expenditure of Rs.54800.90
Lakhs , over the income of Rs.29912.85 Lakhs. Out of this deficit of
Rs.54800.90 Lakhs, an Asset of Rs.52150.00 Lakhs (in expenditure
heads 02011001 to 02011014 and 02004012 ) will be created. He
further told that still there will be a net deficit of Rs.2650.90 Lakhs.

The Committee felt that since many years Affiliation, Admission and
exarination Fee are not revised and felt that it needs to be revised on
priority basis. Hon’ble Chairman and the Vice-Chancellor told to the
Committee that, the Revision of all the Fee will be done after appointing
a Sub-Committee for the same.

The Committee recommended to utilize such deficit of Rs.54800.90
Lakhs fr the Investments kept in the form of FDRs and also
unanimously decided to go for Revision of Fee as early as possible and
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make such deficit good through Revised Fee Collection structure in the
FY 2023-24.

The Committee decided to send the Revised Annexure — A to the
Syndicate for further approval.

Further, Hon’ble Vice Chancellor and the Chairman of the Finance
Committee has given approval to place four (04) Table Agendas before
the Committee.

The Syndicate has also observed the amount of Rs.36,27,062.00, kept
under recovery, the expenditure of which is booked under Non Practicing
Allowance. And it has also observed that some of the LPC’ issued in the
name of some Deputy / Assistant Registrars who were on deputation to
RGUHS in which, there was a noting to recover the NPA amount, as
directed in the Audit Report, The Syndicate has discussed on this and
felt that paying NPA to the Doctors who are on deputation to RGUHMS is
very genuine and the same shail be continued to pay along with the
salary. It has instructed the authorities and also the Finance Officer to
re-issue the LPCs to afl those officers, who were on deputation and fo
whom afready the LPCs are issued with a noting to recover the NPA, But
the Finance Officer has told to the Syndicate that, already an Office Note
is issued to the Administration requesting to stop paying the NPA il the
Government Direction in this regard is sought. And also told that the
noting to recover the amount in LPCs is made only because the same,
i.e. NPA is kept under recovery in the Audit Report, which is now placed
before the Syndicate and since LPCs are already issued with a noting to
recovery on the basis of the Audit Report, there is no need to re-issue
the same. Still, the Syndicate has told the authorities to refook into the
matter and do the needful. '

If the bills are intact with all the
nécessary documents and information,
bills are being cleared in the Finance
Section- within 20- 25 days from its
receipts in the secticn. Sometimes it is
fond that there is delay in the
submission of the bill to Finance
Section due to the reasons unknown to
finance section. In the Finance Section
it takes 20-25 days to clear the bills
after its receipt because of. the un-
reliable old finance management
system in which there . are multilevel
checking, chances of Duplicacy, over
payment, less payment, etc., To avoid
all these, the present Finance package
needs to be upgraded. A step has been
taken by the present Finance Officer in
this regard and a file is moved. (Please
see the explanation in Para 4.4 and
5.3).

If the claimed amount in the bill is as
per the rates prescribed and also if the

bill does posses all the reguired
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information and documents, then there
will be no less payments. Finance
Section pre audits the bill and prices
the biils as per the present rates and
other stipulated criteria’s and pays
accordingly. If there are sufficient
reasons to get more amount than the
paid amount, because of the wrong
pricing in the Finance Section and if the
same is brought to the notice, after
going through the “pricing “once again
the same will be attended case by case
and the need will be served, In the
present Finance Package, many things
are done manually in the process of the
bills and all the information in the
payment procass are not made known
to the claimant. Because of the work
load, lack of knowledge to the staff,
(maximum are outsourced employees),
lack of proper software, etc., Finance
Section is wunable to meet the
“expectations™ as expected. - Proper
software  development, deploying
permanent and sufficient  staff,
systematization of existing systems,
etc., are expected from the
Administration as early as possible.
