In exercise of the powers conferred under RGUHS Act 1994, the Syndicate in its meeting held on 25/11/2008 is pleased to notify the following for Lateral entry to the Allied Health Science  courses for those candidates holding Diploma in the concerned subject. 


The admissions for lateral entry to the second year shall be done as per the calendar of events for the specific course and the schedule shall be same as for the fresh admissions to the specific course. 


Eligibility for admission to the lateral entry to the allied health science courses shall be, candidate shall have passed diploma in the concerned subject to which he/she is seeking lateral entry awarded by the state board or equivalent. 

The minimum age of the candidate seeking admission through lateral entry scheme shall be 17 years. 

Reservation of seats:


10% of the seats over and above the sanctioned intake shall be reserved for the lateral entry scheme.  Admission to the seats that are lying vacant due to non admission in the first year in the Self - financing Institutions will also be made under this scheme.


Candidates will be admitted only to the branch of Allied Health Science subject as per the equivalency mentioned in annexure A. 


All disputes pertaining to the Examination or admission shall fall within  the jurisdiction Rajiv Gandhi University of Health Sciences, Bangalore, Karnataka.  With reference to redressal of any grievances pertaining to the above mentioned issues Rajiv Gandhi University  shall be the original authority. 


Any other details not specifically covered by the clauses mentioned above will be decided by the Registrar, Rajiv Gandhi University of Health Sciences and his decision will be final and also he is empowered to cancel any admission found to be illegal subsequent to the admission.  


The above Ordinance shall come into force for the academic year 2008-09 and onwards.

1. B.Sc. Anaesthesia Technology : Diploma in Anaesthesia Technology from a Government recognized Institution where in the examinations are being conducted by the Government Board which offers the diploma.

2. B.Sc. Respiratory Care Technology: Diploma in Respiratory Care Technology or equivalent from a Government recognized institution where in the examinations are being conducted by the Government Board which offers the diploma. 

3. B.Sc. Operation Theatre Technology: Diploma in Operation Theatre Technology or equivalent from a Government recognized institution where in the examinations are being conducted by the Government Board which offers the diploma. 

4. B.Sc. Cardiac Care Technology: Diploma in Cardiac Care Technology from a government recognized institution where in the examinations are being conducted by the Government Board which offers the diploma.

5. B.Sc. Perfusion Technology: Diploma in Perfusion Technology from a Government recognized institution where in the examinations are being conducted by the Government Board which offers the diploma. 

6. B.Sc. Renal Dialysis Technology: Diploma in Renal Dialysis Technology from  a Government recognized institution where in the examinations are being conducted by the Government Board which offers the diploma. 

7. B.Sc. Medical Lab Technology: Diploma in Medical Lab Technology from a Government recognized institution where in the examinations are being conducted by the Government Board which offers the diploma. 

8. B.Sc. Neuroscience Technology: Diploma in Neuroscience Technology from a Government recognized institution where in the examinations are being conducted by the Government Board which offers the diploma.
