	ii)A candidate who has passed Bachelor’s Degree in any of the following subjects from a recognized university / institution is eligible to seek admission to M.Sc. (PSR & Counseling) course:


Social work or Psychology or Sociology or Nursing or Home  Science or Occupational Therapy or any Graduate with Behavioural & Social Sciences as one of the major subjects of study and has secured not less than 50% of aggregate marks in the final examination excluding marks in languages.  Any graduate with  M.B.B.S. degree from a recognized Indian University or its equivalent. 


In case of SC, ST and Category - I candidates, marks secured shall not be less than  40% of the aggregate marks.  
	ii)A candidate who has a Bachelor’s Degree from a recognized university / institution in any of the following subjects is eligible to seek admission to M.Sc. (PSR & Counseling) Course:


Social work / Psychology / Sociology / Nursing / Home Science / Occupational Therapy OR any Graduate / Post Graduate who has secured not less than 50% of aggregate marks in the final examination excluding marks in languages. 


Any graduate in health science courses from RGUHS or from any other recognized Indian University or its equivalent. 


In case of SC, ST and Category - I Candidates, marks secured shall not be less than 40% of the aggregate marks.
