Preamble: 


The Ordinance governing the Ph.D regulations of the Nursing faculty under the 
Pre-Ph.D examination page no.6 under rule 7 (C) says “In case the candidate is not successful in the Pre-Ph.D examination in the first attempt, he/she may be given one more chance to appear for entire examination after a period of six months”.


The national consortium of Nursing in its meeting held  at INC on 11th September 2007 at 3.00 P.M. has decided that all those appearing for the Pre Ph.D examination (theory) on 28th and 29th September 2007 and who have already cleared their proposal defence (practical) earlier need not appear again for this batch.  It was also decided that they may appear in the failed subject only in the future examinations.


In this connection the secretary INC, New Delhi has addressed a letter dated: 
11th September 2007 to the Registrar RGUHS conveying the decision of the National consortium for Ph.D in Nursing.


Further Dr. K.Reddamma, Nodal Officer, National consortium for Ph.D in Nursing, Bangalore in her letter dated 31st October 2007 has stated that out of 28 students who appeared for the Pre-Ph.D examination 14 students had failed in the theory and had  appeared for the same on 28th and 29th September 2007.  Out of these 14 students, 
11 students have already cleared the proposal  defence.  The remaining 3 candidates are appearing for proposal of defence (2 candidates  had failed in proposal defence earlier and 1 candidate did not take earlier examination) on 9th October 2007.
