With reference to the above, I am to inform you that the Syndicate of  RGUHS in its meeting held on 16/05/2007, has laid down the Procedure to be followed for Migration Transfer  of  B.D.S. students from one college to another as detailed below: 

1. No Objection Certificate should be obtained by candidates seeking Migration Transfer from the colleges  / University concerned. 

2. Migration transfer to be avoided in the middle of a academic year and in any case before completion of B.D.S. examination. 

3. A student can be transferred against similar category of seat in which he has originally admitted i.e.,  Free to Free seat,  Payment to Payment seat and Management to Management seat etc., 

4. The transferor college will not be entitled to make any admission against the seat falling vacant on account of Migration Transfer. 

5. Application filed by a student seeking Migration Transfer from one college to another shall be entertained and disposed only by the Syndicate of the University after judicially deliberating on the grounds set out by a student seeking migration and pass a reasoned order. 


It is brought to the notice of all the Principals that the above conditions are binding on all concerned and therefore they are requested to bring it to the notice of all students seeking migration transfer. 


The Principal of the transferor college should clearly mention in the NOC issued to the candidate. (1) Category of seat to which he was originally admitted.  (2) Statement to the effect that no admission will be made against the seat falling vacant on account for migration transfer and  (3) status of the college as to whether it is an approved or recognized college.


The Principal of the college to which the transfer is sought should clearly mention in the NOC issued to the candidate. (1) Whether vacancy exists in the particular category (free payment and management etc.,) for which the candidate is seeking migration and (2) the status of the college as to whether it is an approved or recognized college. 


The candidates should clearly set out grounds for seeking transfer with supporting documents.  The prescribed fee of Rs. 2000/- in the form of  crossed DD payable  at Bangalore addressed to the Registrar, RGUHS, Bangalore should be enclosed. 


Migration transfer should be effected only after the issue of NOC from this University.


All the Principals are requested to follow the above procedure and Regulation  of DCI while issuing NOC to avoid unnecessary correspondence and also hardship to the candidates seeking migration transfer.


D.C.I. Regulation regarding Migration and Transfer of Students from  one Dental College to Another  is as follows:


“Students studying in a recognized Dental College may be allowed to migrate or transfer to another Dental College under another or same University, provided a curriculum is as per Dental Council of India regulation and followed by the two Universities.  However migration or transfer should be avoided in the middle of any year, and in no case before the completion of the First B.D.S. Examination. 


Information of such transfer should be sent to the Council immediately ”.
