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CIRCULAR.

Subject: Applications for Mass migration transfer-regarding.

The University is encountering applications for mass migration transfer from students of some of the colleges affiliated to the University. They come armed with a ‘No Objection Certificate’ from the ‘outgoing’ college and a ‘no objection certificate’ from ‘incoming’ college and demand to approve migration transfer. Some of these institutions also send a casual  letter addressed to the Registrar  claiming that they are closing down the college/ not admitting students for a particular year/ not able to run the classes etc. Since, this is found to be highly inappropriate, the following guidelines are being issued to be followed by all concerned in all such cases.

1. Before an institution issue a ‘no objection certificate’ for mass migration of their students, the institution must correspond  with the registrar explaining in detail the situation necessitating such mass  migration transfer and obtain a formal approval from him for the same.  The Principal should mention clearly the name of the students, the class they are pursuing, the college they are projected to be migrated along with the consent letter in original of the student, the parent, and that of the college willing to take them. The Principal of the college has to collect all the individual applications (application form prescribed for migration transfer may be used) and submit them to the  University within one month of declaration of results with a consolidated covering letter and the fees prescribed for migration transfer.                                                                                          

2. The University shall not entertain any individual applicant in this regard.
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3. Whenever and wherever mass migration transfer of students are recommended on the ground that the college is being closed down, Principal of the college must produce approval of the University for discontinuation of affiliation.  

4. The receiving college’s Principal should clearly  state that allowing such migration into their college is within the admission capacity permitted by the University for the concerned year and does not violate any norms prescribed by any of the statutory authorities.

5. The Principal of the college recommending migration transfer must ensure that all issues of the students in all aspects are resolved to the satisfaction of the migrating students and give an undertaking to that effect along with the documents to be submitted as detailed in para 1. 

6. No students will be migrated more than once in their course.

7. Till the migration process is completed, the students shall continue to be the bona fide students of the college and the college shall continue to discharge all its obligations to the students.

8. Those applications which are found to be defective or deficient will not be attended to and no back reference will be sent in this regard. 

9. Approval of mass migration transfer is left to the discretion of the University.
